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Purpose for establishing Mobile Sources Committee, Margie Perkins, Dan Johnson

Margie Perkins gave an overview of the reason for establishing a Mobile Sources Committee, noting the emphasis of the Sources Committee on stationary source issues and WESTAR Council interest in establishing a committee focused on mobile source related issues.  Margie also described the role of the liaison as a link between the WESTAR Council and the committee.  Dan emphasized western focus of committee related activities.

From Sources Committee

I/M, OBD, Remote Sensing
MOBILE6 modeling
Diesel – on/off-road
Paved/unpaved road dust
Toxics – gasoline and diesel
Fuels
Non-road vehicles (trains, aircraft, ships)

· It looks like a comprehensive list, diesel on road and off-road (including toxics) are important, don’t have models for emissions.  Noted that NV working on regulations to tighten opacity standard. (Adele)

· Primary concern is toxic diesel PM, also, lack of good information on benefits of diesel controls. (John Raymond)  

· Diesel I/M – lack of inventory/benefit information. (Doug) 

· Diesel issues, have to redo maintenance plans using Mobile6. (Margie)

· Federal control  - ships, aircraft and trains and off-road diesel, diesel particulate and environmental justice.  Noted CA support for low sulfur diesel, 2007 standards and clean transportation corridor (LNG) along I-5, I-80 and I-15.  Gladstein and Associates directs this effort (Gladstein.org). (Darrell)

· How to we evaluate OBD (can evaluate I/M programs – not so with OBD).  Noted I/M Solutions Forum and OBD conference.  Additonal concerns include transportation conformity, road dust, emission inventories and toxics, particularly benzene in indoor air. (Cindy) 

· Concerned about smaller, local sources (i.e. snowmobiles) rather than highway vehicles.  Road dust is a concern as well. (Trista) 

· Mobile sources is a new field for Wyoming.  Noted overlap with emission inventory subcommittee on paved and unpaved road dust. (Lee)

· Two large interstates, El Paso/Juarez (large urban area), Mobile6 SO2 and PM. (Jim)

· WRAP Air Managers Committee could help facilitate communication between the states and WRAP on mobile source issues. (Margie)
