Meeting Minutes – January 17, 2007 
1. CALL TO ORDER

2. TRACKING ISSUE ITEMS

Both David Norberg and Cindy Heil were unable to call into the meeting.

3ACTION ISSUE ITEMS

3a. Guidance for updating emission inventories – MOBILE 6.2 or MOVES?

Acknowledging EPA has MOVES in draft form, Dan Herman asked if someone has knowledge of any accurate and complete summary comparing MOBILE 6.2 and MOVES. 

Sig and Cory pointed out MOVES is still in the development stage.  The model does not yet address all criteria pollutants. For now, we are all “stuck” with MOBILE.  There are a number of unanswered questions associated with MOVES such as will I/M get less credit, and what credit is associated with fuel programs. Cory spoke to challenges associated with using MOVES for characterizing pollutant source categories.

Sig and Cory continued to point out challenges with the use of the current MOBILE model. They use a graphical-user interface as part of the LAKES package which eases the input of data into MOBILE. Dan Herman pointed out his state lacks much of the data asked for by the model.  Sig and Cory spoke to the availability of default VMT data. It was suggested Mr. Herman take high end default estimates of VMT and present them to his DMV to see if they were willing to collect better data. The lack of good data, particularly for rural states, is not uncommon. Doug identified staff in Colorado with MOBILE experience, Jim Sidebottom 303-692-3136.

3b. Discussion of emission inventory submittal and approval – EPA’s level 1, 2, 3 approval
Dan Herman reported EPA quality review guidelines are available off their CHIEF website.  EPA developed QA/QC software found on the EIIP website - http://www.epa.gov/ttn/chief/eiip/techreport/volume06/index.html. NACAA has an emission modeling committee which reviews and comments on procedures to submit inventories.
3c. SIP guidance discussion

Dan Herman discussed SIP guidance with EPA’s Doug Solomon.  The consolidated emission reporting rule was promulgated June 10th, 2002. EPA is in the process of revising this rule. The lead to re-write this rule is Dennis Beauregard. The final amendment will be available in June 2007. 

3d. Recent elections impact on mobile source programs

Most states agreed it was too soon to tell if the recent national elections were going to change mobile source programs. Sig pointed out cuts at the national level are hurting WRAP’s ability to provide services for nice, but nonessential, functions like retrofit support.

3e. Discussion of EPA’s ozone staff paper

David Norberg was unable to attend. This is put off for the next meeting.

3f. Discussion of WA strategy to reduce diesel emissions

Frank??? with Washington state provided a summary of their strategy to reduce diesel emissions. Washington prepared an internal document outlining how they would identify diesel sources in state for emission reduction programs.   First part of the effort was conducting an inventory of all diesel engines in the state, and then determining whether or not they could take some sort of control technology or strategy. 134,000 diesels in the state of Washington could be controlled in some way. Good marine data was hard to gather.  The next step is looking at technologies and activities that would work for these engines, including exhaust retrofits, idling reductions and technologies to reduce fuel consumption.  Frank suggested looking at EPA’s Smart Way website for information in fuel reduction ideas. http://www.epa.gov/smartway/.
