1. CALL TO ORDER

2. TRACKING ISSUE ITEMS

Dave was unable to summarize the latest NACAA Mobile Sources/Fuels Committee and the previous OBD Stakeholder Call was cancelled.

3. ACTION ISSUE ITEMS

(a) Summary of Fall Business Meeting
Clint provided a summary of items discussed at the WESTAR Fall Business Meeting.  Much of the meeting’s discussion focused on the reduced funding for regional planning organizations. In particular, WRAP funding and their possible demise was discussed. Discussions focused on what and where WRAP expertise could be used.  Doug asked if there was discussion of WESTAR absorbing WRAP and Bob responded there was no need to duplicate efforts.

Other presentations focused on oil and gas work in Wyoming, plus a possible formation of an oil and gas work group. There were presentations on ozone damage to plants in national parks and on pollution monitoring from satellite.

(b) Update on GHG and federal efforts to preempt CA programs to control GHG from motor vehicles – Sig briefly informed the group that little movement has occurred since the last meeting and we’re waiting on EPA’s decision to issue California’s waiver, particularly in light of the recent Supreme Court decision that CO2 is a pollutant.

(c) Develop matrix of states adopting California’s GHG standards in new vehicles. Consider developing guidance for states considering adopting CA rules. - The group discussed the utility of developing a guidance document summarizing state’s GHG efforts and whether or not they’ve opted into the CA rules.  Colorado is in the thick of the debate and has a lot of information on how the process works.  Doug will update the group on Colorado’s efforts at the next meeting. Colorado, Oregon and perhaps Montana have documents that lay out the three or so options available to states. 

Sig presented a matrix of state activities that had a number of holes in it and needed work. The document originated from Emily Chin at EPA (emily.chin@epa.gov).

In other related news, a Vermont court decision gives the state a green light to control CO2. Apparently the decision sets a precedent. 

(d) EPA report on cost effectiveness of diesel retrofits applied to heavy-duty nonroad engines: $18,700 to $87,600 per ton PM reduced, $1900 to $19,000 per ton NOx reduced - Report shows comparable costs of pollutant reduction for nonroad vehicle DOC installations versus on-highway vehicle installations.
