II). Action Issue Items:

-Fleet retrofits/Conversions:


On a recent WESTAR Council Conference call, Lynn Terry was looking for input on retrofit issues.  There is a proposed rule out that may affect states’ ability to require fleet conversions and/or retrofits.  Ms Terry is seeking input on whether WESAR should join with STAPPA or the State of California in an amicus brief on this issue.

Small Engine Emission Standards


The so-called Bond amendment would prohibit any state (except CA) from setting new engine emissions standards stricter than the federal, for small engines(< 50 HP).  Rep Kit Bond R-MO introduced this amendment because Briggs and Stratton Co in his home state could lose its competitiveness and be forced to ship its manufacturing overseas.  

-HD OBD :


Beginning October 16th, California will begin holding workshops on implementing OBD on heavy duty vehicles.

-Training Availability:

The Committee was reminded that Jeff Gabler, WESTAR Training Coordinator, is available to arrange for training needs of the Committee, to include costs, speakers, and logistics.

III). Tracking Issue Items

-STAPPA/ALAPCO Call:


The discussions on the most recent STAPPA/ALAPCO call centered on airport ground equipment emissions as a source of PM and Ozone Precursors; and pending guidance on diesel idling credits in Mobile 6.

-OBD Stakeholders 

Call frequency has shifted to once every six weeks.  No call this month.  

-Pending Regulations in California

Diesel truck engines with so-called defeat devices manufactured in the 1990’s are supposed to be electronically reprogrammed at the time of major service, in order to become compliant with NOx emissions requirements.  Apparently, this is not happening as quickly as planned, so CA has a proposed regulation to require this change be made on all trucks.  This proposed rule may also address trucks coming in to CA from other states.


Greenhouse gas regulations are being developed in CA.  Limits on emissions from hybrid cars, truck idling , and hoteling for ships in port (use of mandatory shore power); are all being discussed.  Strategy development will be ongoing through September ’04.  The concept of regulating GHG is sure to be contentious.
