a) NACAA Mobile Sources/Fuels Committee

They wanted to know about stimulus funding. January call was about low carbon fuel standards being considered in the NE states. CA has AB 32 requires a bunch of activities to reduce GHG from CA. One requirement is to reduce carbon intensity of transportation fuels when considered on a life-cycle analysis.  It raises a whole variety of transportation fuels based on the net carbon required push the vehicle down the road. Carbon intensity varies quite a bit based on how it’s produced, used, transported. CA wants to reduce its carbon intensity by 20% by 2020.  Basically will require increasing use of ethanol over time. Under statutory obligation to get program in place by end of year. Other states lining up to copy such as Oregon.

Raymond-WA – WA has some criteria by which to reduce carbon intensity.

Dave - CA – biggest winners under low carbon fuel are electricity, low-carbon natural gas, cellulosic ethanol. Electricity is interesting – if ten years you have a hybrid or electric car, the factors applied include drive train efficiency.  An electric car is three-four times as efficient as a gas combustion vehicle. Some 80% to 90% of potential energy in gasoline is lost in moving a vehicle. This is not the case with electric motor drive train. So putting that energy into an electric drive train reduces the carbon intensity by three to four times.

The states in the NE are getting together to have a MOA to know what they’re going to do to do their only low carbon effort. CA feels this can be implemented at a cost savings to the public. Their projections are at $80/barrel would show a savings to the public.

Nevada is waiting to see what everybody else does.

Washington looking into electrification.

The next call is on the MOVES model.  MOVES will be replacing MOBILE6.  MOVES will be in a Windows format or FORTRAN.  Big step forward. Runs on JAVA and ISQLS. Big program that takes up a lot of memory and takes a long time to run. Draft is suppose to be out at the end of March.  The first time it will have actual emission rates versus dummy values. The official MOVES model will be reduced at the end of 2009.

Cindy – they want to have it out so those that have SIPS due in 2012, 2014 will have MOVES.

Dave – that’s correct. They are anticipating a 24 month grace period until its required.

Cindy – conformity issues can force an early use of a new model. There are rules you can use a new model. People are going to have to look at how data needs to be collected to conform to the MOVES model input requirements will need to be done well before actual use of MOVES is required.  The specs are complex, you may need a consultant for some calculations. It’s no wonder the program takes a while to run.  EPA is going to try and help with some conversions from MOBILE to MOVES.  Encourage users to report problems by June.  Trainings will occur around the country.

Oregon. Legislature meets every other year. Responding to legislative requests.  Stimulus package has made it more busy. They are applying through Kevin Downing.

Washington – Lead Michael Boyer felt comfortable enough to go on vacation. Feel pretty good about their program, working on buses, ports and so on.

Montana via Bob Jeffrey - 
· Old Bus Emission Rate (more points for older buses)

· Remaining Useable Life (more points for bus with lots of life left)

· Poor Air Quality Areas (buses to be replaced with routes in poor AQ areas get more points)

· Student Rider Service Levels (the higher the rider-VMT level/yr per bus to be replaced = more points)

· New Bus Emissions Control Level (more points if the new bus meets the 2010 standards)
· Local Program Cash Match per Bus (more points if locals put up at least 50% cash match)
· Application with most points gets funded first, 2nd most is funded second, etc. until DERA money runs out

· Tie breaker system will be developed; may be based on fuel saved and/or greenhouse gases reduced

· Each bus replacement request is reviewed and ranked independently
