1. Status updates:  
0. OBD Clearinghouse (Chuck Gee, Weber State)
0. Weber has gained permission to post drive cycle and OBD I/M related TSB’s from five of the OEMs (to date – still waiting for permission from the others); this information will be available to members of the OBD Clearinghouse “Member Forum”
0. Will be making changes to the security level in the Member Forum section of the OBD Clearinghouse to differentiate between types of members – only state I/M Programs may access OEM drive cycle information (not repair shops);
0. Chuck notified the group that only members of the OBD Clearinghouse Member Forums are permitted to access the OEM drive cycle information and may not send this information to repair facilities.  I/M program managers may direct repair technicians to where they can obtain needed documents (however they typically obtain TSB’s and drive cycle information) but may not provide a free service that is otherwise a fee-based distribution service that OEM’s provide to repair shops
2. Chuck will be developing a checklist that I/M program managers can use to instruct repair shops – this checklist will be on the Member Forum.
0. OBD Clearinghouse has a search feature that allows one to research drive cycle information and TSB’s by OEM without having to specify a specific vehicle for that OEM.  

0. Alternative Fuel Vehicle Report (Arvon Mitcham, EPA)
1. On-Board Diagnostics (OBD) Inspection and Maintenance (I/M) Program Implementation for Flexible Fuel Vehicles (FFVs) report (“Flex Fuel Report”) has bee posted on the EPA’s website at this location:  http://www.epa.gov/otaq/regs/im/obd/regtech/420b07022.pdf
1. Purpose of the report is to provide technical information and impacts on the OBD system monitoring capability when FFVs are operated using alternative fuel.  
1. The OBD Clearinghouse will also provide a link to this document at their website:  www.obdclearinghouse.com
1. Steve Leydon (GA DNR) mentioned that E-85 vehicles (no E-85 in GA) are typically failed but once the vehicle owner runs a full tank of gas, the vehicle passes the OBD test upon re-test;
3. Arvon confirmed this and noted that it is possible that it may take 2 full tanks of gas or several drive cycles before the vehicle will pass the OBD test upon re-test.

0. Clean Air Conference, Breckenridge, CO
2. 26th annual conference will be held September 27-30, 2010 at the Beaver Run Resort in Breckenridge, Colorado
2. Focus of the conference will be the new ozone NAAQS, vehicle and fuel changes, testing technology and research, vehicle and OBDII issues and alternative OBD technology.

1. Replacement e-VIN reprogramming from Lotus and GM vehicles (Steve Leydon, GA DNR)
1. Issue:  Whether EPA has any procedures/rules regarding re-manufactured PCMs with pre-programmed e-VINs – these vehicles indicate a fraudulent test due to e-VINs for one type of vehicle showing up in a another vehicle type (e.g. Escalade e-VIN showing up in a GMC Sierra).  The e-VIN shows up when scanned.
1. CARB:  Mike McCarthy has talked to Cardone and GM about this issue and they are working out a correction so that the vehicle will not run without the VIN correctly being re-programmed.  GM and Cardone are coordinating a resolution on this as well.
1. Steve Leydon (GA DNR) mentioned that AutoZone has a form allowing for purchase of a re-manufactured PCM with or without having the e-VIN pre-programmed.  If a tech orders the PCM pre-programmed, it should be able to be installed without further programming and have the right VIN.  If a tech orders the PCM without pre-programming, the vehicle will not run properly unless the tech reprograms the PCM upon installation.  The current theory is that the vehicles with the wrong VIN were ordered with the first option (pre-programmed) but a glitch in the programming procedure caused everything except the VIN to be correctly programmed before being shipped to the tech.
1. OTAQ provided the correct e-VIN which is:  1GYEK63N12R 143767
1. Lotus vehicles:  This is a different situation than the issue with GM – in these cases, the Lotus dealers have to take additional steps to put the VIN in the PCM – the problem with regard to Lotus is probably that the dealer is not keying in the VIN so the VIN is a default number SCCPC11105HA30000 or in a few cases, 
1. SCCPC11107HA30000, or 
5. SCCVC11107HA30000CARB has talked to Lotus and is pursuing a recall (nationwide) – this will not completely solve the problem since recalls don’t typically get 100% of the vehicles.
1. Mike McCarthy volunteered to assist in addressing other similar PCM issues if they are 2005 or new MY vehicles.

1. Open Discussion:  State Issues/Updates
2. 2003 Dodge Rams and Dakotas with unsupported CATS – CARB arranged for an open ended warranty period to get these reflashed but this open ended warranty applies only to CA certified vehicles – not Federal/49-state vehicles because they did not have the issue of reporting catalyst monitor unsupported.  CA certified vehicles had a unique catalyst configuration that caused the catalyst readiness to be mistakenly reported as unsupported.
2. MO:  50-60 vehicles have been found with unsupported CATS and they have made exceptions for these vehicles – but trying to get these vehicle owners some help in paying to fix the problem
1. Per CARB (Mike McCarthy):  The 4.7 liter engine Dakotas that are a Federal/49-state certified vehicles did not have the problem so there is nothing to fix– the CA version is unique so the resolution on the CA version would not work on the non-CA vehicles – 
1. Chuck (MO DNR) stated that that his data showed some Federal/49-state vehicles that did report catalyst as unsupported (contrary to the previous finding that only CA certified vehicles were affected) and that two of these Federal vehicles were apparently reflashed (at vehicle owner expense) and re-appeared with catalyst monitor supported.
1. Chuck will send his information to Arvon Mitcham and Mike McCarthy.  Arvon is working with Frank Kritch at Chrysler to get them to provide the open-ended warranty on all of these vehicles, not just the CA version, if indeed the Federal vehicles have the same issue.
