Purpose / Mission  Statement


The purpose of the WESTAR Mobile Sources Committee is to provide a forum for information exchange and analysis of mobile source air quality issues for the benefit of the WESTAR member states.

Scope
The Mobile Sources Committee is responsible for tracking, assessing and conducting technical reviews of issues related to on- and off-road (non-road) mobile sources.  The Committee will focus on concerns specific to the western states, in particular those concerns that are not adequately addressed by other organizations.

Identification  of  Issues
The Mobile Sources Committee identified the following major issues:

· Diesel – on/off-road

· Control benefits quantification

· Clean and alternative (i.e. CNG, bio-diesel) fuels

· OBD

· Control benefits quantification

· Toxics – gasoline and diesel

· Emissions inventory model

· Other on and off-road (i.e. motorcycles, etc.)

· Paved/unpaved road dust

· MOBILE6 and MOVES modeling 

· Federal measures (trains, aircraft, ships)

· Conformity

· Mobile source contributions to greenhouse gases

Discussion  of  Major  Issues

Diesel Emissions

Issue:  Diesel Emissions are a large source of PM, ozone precursors, toxics and haze.  The effectiveness of control strategy measures and emission inventory models are uncertain.  Regulatory measures (mostly federal) are evolving. The implementation of the 2007 on-road engine technologies and Ultra Low Sulfur Diesel Fuel will bring significant change.
Action:  Monitor WRAP, STAPPA, other RPO’s, EPA, individual states, the diesel industry and other appropriate entities to identify issues of concern, information important to share and/or evaluate. Propose processes to address significant issues for WESTAR states to WESTAR Council. 

Product/Outcome:  Information Sharing.  Provide a caucus for states to discuss and recommend action on important issues.

Conformity

Issue:  The potential impacts for Western State with the reauthorization of the Transportation Equity Act as well as impacts with the use of new models such as MOBILE6 and MOVES.

 Action:   Monitor STAPPA activities and identify areas of potential conflict.  

Product/Outcome:  Share information among committee and WESTAR council if conflicts should arise as well as ensure WESTAR member states’ concerns are reflected in STAPPA products in respect to changes in conformity policy.

Federal Controls
Issue:  A significant segment of mobile source emissions are solely within the regulatory jurisdiction of the federal government.  States are dependent on federal regulatory measures to control emissions from these sources.  Federal support for some mandated programs may be eroding (e.g. I/M).
Action:   Monitor federal regulatory control program efforts.  Evaluate federal activities and assess their impact on western states.  Make recommendations to WESTAR Council as appropriate and necessary.

Product/Outcome:  Share information among committee. Recommendations to the WESTAR Council

Work  Plan  and  Budget


Committee  Objectives:

· Information Sharing:  Provide a forum for information exchange on mobile source issues of concern to western states.  Coordinate with other WESTAR committees as appropriate.

· Issue identification:  Monitor activities of EPA, STAPPA, WRAP, and other entities involved in air quality management activities; identify issues of importance to member states and recommend appropriate actions.

· Policy analysis:  Evaluate mobile source issues of concern to western states and prepare briefing papers, policy analyses, position papers and comment letters for consideration by the WESTAR Council.

· Work plan and budget:  Prepare a work plan annually for consideration by the Council and a budget to support the priority committee activities.
