WESTAR Recommendations on EPA Fire Policy

Dave McNeill noted that, due to a scheduling conflict, WESTAR was unable to present the WESTAR 
recommendations to the NACAA criteria pollutants committee, but that they would be presented on the 
next call.  Bob Lebens agreed to call Charlene Spells to get an update on the status of the draft policy.  
(EPA had previously indicated it would release the policy in the late January-early February timeframe.)  
Bob Lebens will send a copy of a document prepared by Dennis Haddow entitled ‘Pros and Cons of 
Developing a State Smoke Management Program or Using Basic Smoke Management Techniques’.

The proposal and EPA’s presentation on the revisions were sent as e-mail attachments. 


Diane Arnst reported that she had drafted comments for Arizona regarding several issues.  They are:


1) The proposal grants a broad exemption to construction activity for periods or either two or five years; 2)  The proposal seeks to broadens the ‘restricted information’ which may mean that states would not have access to emissions or other important information; 3) The proposal allows offsets outside the non-attainment area, which could make it more difficult for areas to reach attainment. Dave McNeill noted that Utah supported the facility-wide emission budget approach in the proposal.
