1. November Conference Call Minutes:  No comments, minutes approved

2. Update on the PSD Workgroup - Dave Klemp

Dave Klemp summarized the last few month’s activities of the PSD Workgroup. The group has been working on the “how to’s” for re-designation of baselines areas. A draft proposal will be reviewed by Dan Johnson and Colleen Cripps after which it will be sent to the Sources Committee for review.

3. Oil and Gas Workgroup/ Flash Emissions

Mike Silverstein stated that a new workgroup may be needed that may work jointly with the Technical Committee. Some of the issues needing to be addressed are emission inventory and permitting ramifications of oil and gas activities. The path forward can be formalized at the Portland committee meeting. 

A discussion developed about the potential pending enforcement initiative of EPA Region VIII in this area. Their initiative is looking at pigging, well site equipment, pressure vessels, formaldehyde from IC engines, debottlenecking/PSD. There were raised some concerns over this approach given some of the facts, for example, EPA is evaluating these emissions using a model different from the EPA approved model and there is no test for formaldehyde at the present time.

4.Westar Committee Meeting

Everyone was encouraged to attend the upcoming meeting in Portland in February. Bob Lebens reminded people to make their hotel reservations by January 28, 2003 in order to obtain the Westar rate.

Committee members were encouraged to consider offering to serve as Co-Chair replacing Mike Silverstein.

5. Issue Papers: Mike Silverstein is preparing an issue paper on Flash Emissions and Dave Klemp is preparing a paper on PSD/NSR.  These will be available at the Portland meeting and ready for comments by the committee.
