BART/RH Update:

Bob noted that the WESTAR technical committee is examining how each state using CAL-PUFF is developing their respective modeling protocols for that model.

New Business:

Don Shepherd of the NPS, noted that California’s Energy Commission is now considering whether power suppliers are addressing Greenhouse Gases when entering into long-term power agreements. 

Mike Schneider noted that EPA extended the public comment period regarding PM fine implementation until 01/31/06.  Mike heard there is a considerable amount of language in the rule that affects NSR permitting and suggested that committee members take the time to review the NSR component of the rule change and discuss it during our next call.

Call participants discussed EPA’s proposed NSR rule change defining when a modification occurs for electric utilities.  EPA is soliciting comments on the proposed rule change and in particular to Western States is soliciting comment as to whether this rule change should apply to CAIR only states or CAIR and BART states (See page 52 of the preamble).  Seemingly suggesting some flexibility in this area.
