1. Note Taker:  Mike Schneider
2. Brief Introduction:

Participants identified themselves.  Mike S. facilitating call.

3. EPA 12/13/05 Page letter discussion:
Participants discussed and shared general thoughts regarding IGCC BACT considerations.   EPA’s position is that IGCC should not be considered in either a BACT or LAER determination for a supercritical pulverized coal fired unit because to do so would redefine the source.

MT., explained that a third party asked MT., to required the Roundup Power Project to consider IGCC as BACT.  MT. developed a draft manual including this requirement and attempted to have it approved through rule making.  The draft manual has not become rule.  NM reported the Peabody Mustang project BACT analysis includes IGCC and is under review.  Most of the call participants based on their understanding of IGCC believe it should be included in a BACT analysis but would likely be eliminated for various reasons (e.g. cost and that requiring IGCC redefines the source).

PM Fine NSR/NAA permitting implementation:

NM along with WESTAR provided an overview of WESTAR’s attempt to review and potentially provide comment for Council consideration on this rule.  The public comment period goes until 01/31/06 and the expectation is that the sources, planning and technical committees are going to review their respective parts of the rule and provide comment as necessary.  NM indicated that much of the NSR implementation involves modeling and monitoring issues that likely would be best addressed by the technical and/or planning committees. NM provided a summary of EPA’s solicitation of comments (see 12/20/05 email) and encouraged committee participants to review this list and STAPPA’s comments with their colleagues who are on the other committees to make sure the comments are adequate.  It would be helpful if folks did this prior to the next call so we can have meaningful discussion and recommend Council commenting as appropriate.  

5.
New Business:

MT wanted to know where each state is in regard to revising their respective Sip’s to comply with EPA’s 12/02 NSR changes.  NM changed its SIP and is seeking EPA approval.  WY has amended their proposed SIP by not including Clean Units and PCP’s and expects to present the revised SIP to their Environmental Quality Council in March.  AZ did not know their status and MT reported their board is requiring them to do a full impact analysis of the revised rules before they will make change.  MT is seeking input from other states that may be in a similar situation, as they will likely not make EPA’s deadline.
