Notes from WESTAR Source Committee Call – April 30, 2007
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1. We briefly discussed implications of the US Supreme Courts decision regarding NSR modification definition.  USEPA issued an ANPR regarding NSR modification definition for utilities.  The proposed rule will use a hybrid hourly and annual test to determine when a modification occurs.  Insight was provided regarding the Supreme Courts regulation of CO2.  It was discussed that USEPA must use the CAA to show why it should not regulate greenhouse gases.   
2. WESTAR’s technical committee is planning an Oil & Gas development technical conference that will include: planning, modeling and permitting issues.  The committee is seeking input as to what issues the permitting/sources committee would like to discuss at the meeting scheduled for 9/12 & 9/13 in Pindedale, WY.  Please share this request with your respective states and email John Coefield by May 24th of your interests and/or expertise in a relevant area.

3. States are busy with RH Bart, IGCC power plant permitting and PSD/BACT permitting issues.  The call discussion revealed that states are working on similar issues and could benefit from communicating issues to solve problems.

4. The following are three areas of discussion for our next call:

· Permitting rock crushers

· Non-road engines

· Startup, shutdown & malfunction permitting and enforcement issues

It would be helpful if we had a group leader (please let me know of your interest by 5/7/07) to facilitate discussion for each of these areas.  We can allocate 15 minutes each for our initial call and see where this takes us.  Interim calls of smaller groups may be useful.
