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1. Regg Olsen agreed to take minutes.

2. February 2003 Conference Call Minutes:  No comments; minutes approved

3. WESTAR Spring Business Meeting Presentation.  Mike Silverstein will attend the meeting in San Francisco next week (Apr 9-11) and present to the air directors our proposed work plan for the coming year. He mentioned that he would identify our proposed priorities as 1) NSR Reform tracking, 2) Flash Emissions and 3) PSD & FLAG issues (includes the 107 redesignation discussion). The committee voted to accept the workplan that had been drafted but individuals had until the end of the day to submit comments to Mike or Dan Johnson.

4. STAPPA/ALAPCO Model NSR Rule Workgroup. Regg Olsen informed the committee of STAPPA/ALAPCO’s efforts to develop a model rule for states to use as they implement the new NSR rules finalized Dec 31, 2002. A consultant has been hired and with a smaller work group (that includes representation from Oregon and Nevada) will develop a model rule that states can use as desired. There will also be a STAPPA/ALAPCO Workshop on May 28-29 in Washington D.C. to discuss NSR Reform and the model rule will be a major part of the discussion.

5. Comments on the PSD Redesignation Policy. Dave Klemp updated the group on the current status of the workgroup he has been chairing. He too will be at the business meeting in San Francisco next week and present the status of efforts from his workgroup. The group is having a conference call on Friday, April 4, 2003 at 1:30 to discuss the draft policy that they’ve been developing in coordination with the Technical Committee. He encouraged everyone to read the draft and provide any comments and to join the call on Friday if interested. John Bunyak mentioned the continuing concern of the Park Service over the levels that were being used, specifically the 1 µg/m3 impact area. This is an ongoing and oft repeated concern and Dave will highlight that point when he briefs the directors next week.

5. Welcome New Committee Co-Chair. Tabled until next month as he (Mehrdad Moghimi, NV), was not able to be on the call this month.

6. Other Business.

a. Regg Olsen, UT proposed that the committee consider whether WESTAR should submit comments on the NSR Routine Maintenance, Repair and Replacement (RMRR) proposed rule. If the committee felt comfortable with pursuing that idea, it could be presented to the directors at the business meeting in San Francisco next week and if they agreed, we could draft a set of comments using some of the work others had already done (UT, STAPPA/ALAPCO, and NPS). There seemed to strong consensus that this would be worth pursuing; Dan Johnson will bring it up next week at the meeting.

b. Dan Johnson, WESTAR informed the committee of a draft letter from STAPPA/ALAPCO to the EPA Administrator regarding a proposed settlement agreement with the agriculture industry concerning CAFO’s. If states are interested they should look at the proposed settlement and the draft letter and offer any comments to STAPPA/ALAPCO by April 4th.

c. Dave Klemp, MT mentioned that in addition to the PSD workgroup he’s been chairing, he’s also been working with another group (many of the same participants) on FLAG issues (very related to the PSD efforts). He asked three specific questions of the committee for consideration as part of this effort. The questions are, 1) cumulative vs. source specific AQRV analysis? 2) what options are there if there is an AQRV impact? and 3) what options are there if the increment is consumed? He further asked if any states had faced any of these and what they’d done. There was no direct response to the questions – they were for consideration as the workgroup goes on.
