Oil & Gas Workshop - Bob Lebens

The workshop was originally scheduled for mid August.  Region VIII is pressing the issue and during a recent State Air Directors Meeting, States and EPA agreed to develop an action plan to address emissions from oil & gas production.  Feedback to EPA on the action plan is expected by early July.

The workshop is scheduled for one day.  Wyoming will be featured due to their regulatory program and understanding of the issues.  Two portions to the workshop - assessment and understanding of emission sources and regulatory issues.  Bob has talked with Texas, Oklahoma, Louisiana and Kansas.  Kansas may send a couple of people to the workshop.  Workshop will involve EPA but not industry people.

The call participants were polled on who would send people.  Utah, New Mexico and Wyoming will send people.  South Dakota interested but not sure of attendance.

The workshop is to be a subject of the WESTAR Air Directors conference call on Friday, June 27th.  The workshop is an integral part of the action plan being developed with EPA Region VIII.  Plans for workshop and date will be developed after the WESTAR Air Directors conference call.  The workshop may be scheduled for October, 2003.

PSD Redesignation Meeting - Dan Johnson

Dave Klemp was not on the call but Dan Johnson gave a summary of the meeting in Chicago.  A small group from WESTAR including Dave Klemp - MT, Colleen Crisp - NV, Sandra Ely - NM, Tina Anderson - WY met with Bill Harnett and Melissa McCullough of EPA to discuss Section 107 redesignations.  Also in attendance were Carl Daly, EPA Region VIII, and Chris Shaver and John Bunyak, NPS.  The outcome of the meeting was a draft set of principles for PSD baseline area definition.  The draft principles would be presented to the Air Directors on the June 27th conference call.  Bill Harnett would take to EPA for review and Chris Shaver would take to the FLMs for review.  There will be a follow-up conference call with the group that met in Chicago later in July to review and finalize principles.  Upon agreement, EPA will draft internal policy later this summer.
