2. Brief introduction: Participants identified themselves.  Mike Schneider facilitated the call.

3. Regional Haze Bart Update: Dave Ouimette explained CO’s legislative review process and gave a great overview of the Regional Haze program and BART Steps.
4. STAPPA Permitting Committee update: Regg Olsen provided a brief summary of STAPPA’s monthly call via email on 9/28/05

5. Fall Business update:  Mike Schneider reported on the following hot topic discussions that were addressed at the Fall Business Meeting.   Those topics include:  PM fine implementation, HG, Global Warming and Light duty diesel modifications.  Mike asked the group if there would be interest in reviewing EPA’s PM fine NSR implementation guidance due to be out in the next week or two but did not get any feedback to move forward with this item
