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Agenda Item 2.  Minutes for Conference Call of September 26, 2001.  Summary was approved with no changes. 

Agenda Item 3.  Update on Energy Workgroup Activities by Pat Vernon.   Pat heard back from three or four states that provided information on their energy sources after an energy project spread sheet was e-mailed to agencies to fill-in the blanks.  Currently, the total number of states that have provided information on power generation sources is eight.  The goal is for states to complete the spread sheets by the middle of January so that all the data can be compiled to get the final product out.  The deadline for total completion of this energy project was scheduled for March 2002.  There was talk about rescheduling for April 2002.  Once the project is completed, the information should be available to all.  It was asked if states should supply actual or potential emissions from their energy sources.  It was indicated that potential emissions would provide more meaningful data; however, actual emissions from sources are acceptable (requested to note in spread sheets if the emissions are actual or potential).  There were concerns that energy sources may not be a high priority anymore and it was questioned whether providing emissions data on power generation sources is really worth the effort.  California is not interested in providing information on their power generating sources and has greater concerns with other issues (e.g., drilling, mining, and mobile sources).  Because the energy crisis occurred in California, it would benefit the project to get data from California also.  One goal for the energy project is information sharing where people can turn to others on projects and ask questions.  Another goal is to provide information on energy related emissions from the Western States.  It was suggested that Dan Johnson e-mail all air directors to complete the spread sheet.

Agenda Item 4.  Update on CAFOs Activities by Bob Saunders.  Bob is scheduling a planning call among committee members to set up issues and discuss what agenda should be for a conference call on CAFOs.   The planning call is being scheduled for early November.

Agenda Item 5.  Update on BACT/LAER Activities by Bernie Dailey.   Bernie wants to organize a workshop to go over formats for states for inputting BACT/LAER data.  Jeff Gabler is the WESTAR Training Manager involved with organizing the BACT/LAER workshop.  Members will work with Jeff to get a workshop going.

Agenda Item 6.  Update on WRAP/WESTAR Interface.  There is a need to coordinate between the WRAP and WESTAR in relation to Regional Haze.  WESTAR is looking for a qualified candidate to fill a full-time State Caucus Coordinator position.  This position has not been approved yet and is only proposed at this time. 

Agenda Item 7.  Other Business.  Other business discussed from the call is listed as follows:

a.
There are proposals being developed to be aware of that power plants no longer go through PSD review;

b.
EPA Administration is working on one proposal to remove power plants from New Source Review and develop trading caps.  The Public Works Committee is working on another proposal;

c. 
Needs in the West are different than needs in the East.  It is important to the West to protect the SO2 annex;

d. 
The National Cap and Trade Program is being considered as a substitute for New Source Review and PSD;

e. 
Industry is expecting to get relief from regulations through the Cap and Trade Program; and

f. 
The new proposals should be put on list of items to comment on when things develop.  The WRAP would be notified, then it would be decided if WESTAR should comment.
