Scope of Sources Committee Responsibilities


The broad charge of the Sources Committee is to identify and address issues related to sources of air pollution, including:

· Point and stationary source emissions and regulations, for example:

· New source review (NSR) reform

· Source related litigation

· Regional Haze (BART)

· BACT determinations

· EPA oversight and consistency

· Tracking relevant source related issues

· Area source emissions, controls, and programs, for example:

· Emissions from agricultural operations

· CAFOs – track activities

· Field and ditch burning

· Agriculture FACA tracking

· Open burning other than agriculture

· Compliance

· Ammonia emissions compliance determinations

· Continuous emission monitors for particulate matter

· Compliance with Title V requirements

· Compliance certifications

· Continuous versus intermittent compliance determinations

Priorities for 2006/2007

The Committee will track and discuss the following topics during the monthly conference calls and annual committee meeting.  If the need arises, workgroups will be established to explore the topic in greater detail.

Proposed legislation affecting stationary sources– track and discuss issues
