February Conference Call Minutes

Those on the call raised no comments.  Therefore, the minutes were deemed adequate and approved for posting.

March 27/28, 2002 Committee Meetings in Seattle

Mike Silverstein reported that the meeting went well and that the Sources Committee received good comments from WESTAR and Rick Sprott, WESTAR Board Liaison to the Sources Committee. Those present charted out a few items to work on and established priorities for the next year, which were incorporated into the PowerPoint presentation for the WESTAR Spring Business Meeting. The priorities for the next year are:

· NSR Reform and Multi-Pollutant Bill

· PSD Issues

· EPA Oversight & Consistency

· Title V Compliance Issues

· Agricultural Issues

The monthly conference calls are the main product of the Sources Committee with no specific written products identified at this time.

WESTAR Spring Business Meeting

· John felt that the Sources Committee PowerPoint presentation to the WESTAR Board went well. 

· The big topic that the air directors want everyone to think about is which group is the best to address NSR/PSD issues.  There will be a conference call of the Planning, Technical, and Sources Committee co-chairs to determine who will deal with the NSR/PSD issues.  It was suggested that either the Technical or Sources Committee be the oversight committee to lead the formation of an inter-committee subgroup to address NSR/PSD issues.  Mike and John will update the group on this item during the May conference call.

· The Planning Committee will be preparing a standardized SIP proposal template. The problem is EPA’s last minute disapproval of items with little feedback regarding the disapproval to the states. The hope is to establish a process that can be used to get EPA to buy in early on items being submitted to EPA for their approval.

· EPA presented information regarding their role in the future.  EPA is moving toward less regulatory development, less direct state oversight, and more focus on tribal issues. In addition, EPA hopes to work in a more cooperative manner in the future.  Some states, particularly those that cannot adopt rules more stringent than the federal regulations, expressed that EPA should continue to promote broad-based regulations.

· A new Mobile Sources Committee will be formed and will most likely consist of only those states interested in the topic.  Margie Perkins will be the WESTAR Board liaison.

· The Board discussed the Regional Haze Rule and associated section 308/309 choice a lot.  Very few states with the 308/309 choice have committed to one or the other.

· EPA is also touting their commitment to the Clear Skies Initiative and pointed out that it will have a much greater impact on the eastern states versus the western states. 

Power Generation Expansion Table

Mike Silverstein indicated that the opportunity to edit the document had come and gone and proposed final approval for the table so that it could be posted on the WESTAR webpage. Don requested another opportunity to add information that the NPS has on a list. It is the opinion of the Sources Committee that the states should be generating the information for the table instead of secondary lists, such as that from the NPS.

It was resolved that Mike would e-mail Rick a list of states that had not provided any information. Rick indicated that he would contact the respective air directors and give them a nudge to help complete the table. Mike will also contact Montana and ask them to confirm the NPS listing of additional plants that are not currently in the table. If the states choose not to respond it was suggested, as a last resort, to in-fill the table from the NPS list with the in-fill data being denoted by an asterisk to indicate the NPS as the source of the information.

The finalization of the table will be an agenda item for the May conference call.
