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July 22 Meeting Minutes: Regional Haze BART Rule

WESTAR planning committee indicated they probably would not go forward with comments on the BART rule; it has also been determined that STAPPA/ALAPCO are proceeding with comments on the rule.

BACT/LAER Workgroup Efforts: Bernie attended BLC workshop.  Concluded it may be good to put together a WESTAR BLC workshop together focusing on two main points: The workshop must include 

1. people who will use it and input data; and

2. manager level people who can commit their state to inputting data into the clearinghouse.

Any workshop should focus on the improvements EPA is planning to make to the clearinghouse.  The training should not be as computer oriented as other workshops, nor should the workshop be considered a demonstration of the improvements.

There was not opposition from teleconference participants to the idea of a workshop.  First step is to contact EPA with list of BLC topics to include in a workshop setting.  Teleconference participants to check with people who work with the BLC and submit the names of interested people at the next call.

Energy Workgroup activity: Pat Vernon summarized workgroup conference call.  The group went over their project outline to discern products of import.  Of primary importance is the formatting of a matrix of state energy activities that includes information most useful to states meeting permitting goals.  Information in the matrix includes temporary PSD permits, expedited permitting, and the policies used to accomplish these.

Teleconference participants from the WESTAR technical committee were introduced. Brock Lebaron explained importance of knowing Federal Land Manager's expectations for Class I areas.  Suggested putting together a joint workshop between the Sources and Technical committee to give the FLM a chance to clarify their goals.

There was concern that efforts to put together a workshop may make attaining workgroup project goals difficult.  An accepted suggestion was for the energy workgroup not to deviate from their original goals, and that their may be others such as technical committee representatives who can make suggestions for an agenda.

There was consensus for the idea of a joint workshop.  There is still some question if the workshop should be open industry and consultants.

WESTAR and Relations with WRAP:  Has WESTAR been proposing what is best for states to WRAP, or simply reacting to WRAP proposals?  

A WRAP meeting in Seattle the first week of September will decide on the budget for this year, and probably direct priorities for years to come.  To formalize a relationship between WESTAR and WRAP, please review the document included in Dan's email released on the morning of August 22, 2001.

CAFOs: Nobody is currently looking at this topic, even though it was identified as a priority when forming the sources committee.  Is anyone interested in working on the CAFO issue.

Bob Saunders in Washington is looking at CAFOs and is interested.  Odor was the primary concern related to CAFOs when source committee priorities were being formed.  However, dust is Washington's primary concern.  Bob is willing to lead a workgroup effort if two or three people were willing to work with him.  Bob figures any effort would be toward information gathering, perhaps with a conference call being all that is necessary at this point.  Interested parties should contact Bob at rsau461@ezy.wa.gop.
