Work Plan and Budget

A copy of the proposed work plan and budget were circulated for review. The budget is about $10,000 more than for a typical year, in part because the PSD project was assigned to the Sources Committee. The funding is available because the Sources Committee’s budget was underspent last year. The work plan and budget were approved.

PSD Workgroup Activities

The workgroup lead is Dave Klemp. Dave described workgroup activities, including a conference call yesterday to discuss planning for a July face-to-face meeting in Denver. The agenda for the meeting will include overviews by states on their experience with increment tracking and designations, and perspectives from EPA, FLMs, and tribes. The meeting is scheduled for 7/18 and 19 at the EPA Region 8 office. The objective is to develop recommendations for next steps, and consensus on policies for boundaries and increment tracking. Other Business

Dan Johnson summarized a STAPPA/EPA (OECA) meeting last week in Indianapolis focused on CAFOs. States don’t have a good handle on CAFO emissions. Industry is willing to collect monitoring and emission data. In return, they want an exemption from enforcement of Title V or other CAA regulations while monitoring. While there is merit to the proposal, there are issues that will need to be addressed. States are encouraged to read through the industry proposal and provide comments to STAPPA by July 8.
