2005 NEI Proposal.

John Coefield, all.

Participants discussed EPA’s decision to do a cursory inventory for 2005 to conserve resources for 2008.  States are still required to submit an inventory because of CERR and will not benefit from the burden reduction described by EPA.  WESTAR members will pool comments on EPA’s proposal to ‘re-engineer’ the NEI and submit the comments to Mr. Huss and Mr. Solomon at EPA.  Organized a subcommittee to coordinate response to the re-engineering proposal.  Subcommittee is headed by Chris Ramstel and includes Jim Carlin, Eric Asboe and Sally Otter.

2)
CALPUFF/BART guidance.

John Coefield, all.

Discussed status of various state BART programs.  Montana is developing a modeling protocol and plans to do a source-by-source BART analysis.  North Dakota and Colorado have protocols that are available for review.  Region 10 may be developing a protocol to cover Washington, Idaho and Oregon.  Region 10 would do the modeling or hire a contractor.  Wyoming is planning a source-by-source BART modeling protocol.  Utah has no plans yet. Arizona plans to do some modeling.  Alaska does not plan to do Calpuff modeling due to lack of MM4/MM5 data.  New Mexico ?? Hawaii plans to do some Calpuff modeling and get the sources involved.  WRAP may be developing a protocol for single-source BART modeling.

3)
New PM2.5 implementation rule.  The rule has been signed and will be published in the Federal Register soon with a 60-day comment period.  It has 464 pages and includes many, many requests for comments.  John Coefield, all.
