1.) Lee G. report on directors’ idea for minor source baseline dates:  

Database to determine whether there are varying minor baseline dates for PM, Nox and SO2 in adjacent sources so that a state needs to get data from a neighboring state for increment tracking.  

What should be the format of this?  Map or text description?  This could be done in GIS.  Could all the states furnish data in a gridded format?

Mary will e-mail states to request data on minor source baseline dates.  NM might be able to create this map, Mary will check to see if there are available resources in NM to do this.

What about updating the database?  How often to update?  Consensus was to contemplate this after we complete the initial database.  Can consider enhancing the database later.

Dan will put this on the agenda for the next Air Directors’ call on January 14.

2.) Guideline for Modeling Review: Alaska is starting to use this internal document.  They feel it is a useful tool in review.  Alaska is also having in-house modeling courses.  Alan is re-sending the most current version of this.  

3.) Don Arkell and Lee Gribovicz summary of WRAP events:  (See ClearView newsletter) TOC needs state representative (Bob Habeck (MT) has been nominated); IOC is looking for a member to replace Rick Sprott.  Source attribution workgroup being formed, needs 3 state representatives.  Stationary sources joint forum (replaces MTF) to look at BART and new BART rules.  AMC is putting together a 308-coordinating workgroup to advise forums.  

FEJF needs evaluation of ERT document (see WRAP website), how useful is this document?  

WRAP Technical Summit Jan. 26-28, 2004 for all technical forums in Tempe, AZ.  This will provide an opportunity for forums to coordinate some work.   Information on the new database, causes of haze, guidance on reasonable progress tracking, attribution of haze project.   WRAP modeling forum will hold an RPO workshop for other RPOs Wednesday morning through Thursday afternoon to discuss approaches to 308 modeling.

Tentative Dust Forum meeting scheduled for later in Feb. (week of 2/23) with Ambient Monitoring Forum. 

308 planning group (HIPCAST) tentatively planning a meeting in March.  Focusing on end-user product for various forums.

Utah has forwarded 309 SIP to EPA.  Wyoming has trading rule approved, received approval for smoke management rules.  CEED submitted a petition to Wyoming legislature claiming the Wyoming SIP is illegal.  Five 309-eligible states will submit SIPs on time.

4.) Face-to-Face meeting of Technical Committee:  Do we need to do this?  With budget situation and travel restraints, it may not work to have a face-to-face meeting.  Could combine our meeting with another meeting, like the Fall Technical Conference.  Co-chairs need to present the work plan to the air directors at the spring business meeting.  Could start to work on this on our monthly calls.

5.) Fall Technical Conference ideas:  new PM standards (will be covered at spring business meeting), revised BART rule.

6.) Jeff Gabler update on training:  EPA/SESARM training on emissions inventory, PM, air toxics and NEI in Atlanta in January.  Jeff proposed to EPA to do a joint WESTAR/CENSARA training on EI.  This is tentatively scheduled for the third week in March in Denver.  WESTAR will try to provide travel support to those needing this training.
