1.) Ozone Workgroup Progress Report, (Mary.U)

A white paper has been completed by Steve Arnold and will be posted on the WESTAR website.  This paper provides background information on ozone.  Colorado has also collected data from all the WESTAR states on ozone episodes.  The workgroup is considering what kind of analysis could be completed with this data.  Cristiana Figueroa has drafted a document describing the statistical analysis and this will be discussed on the workgroup’s next call on September 28 at 10 am MDT.  Additionally, the workgroup will hear from Steve Arnold about the NOAA workshop he attended.  Steve will summarize the workshop with a report.


2.) Review of the WESTAR State PSD Area Maps and Trigger Dates (Mary.U, Heather.L)

These maps have been posted at WESTAR’s website.  Heather is working to incorporate the comments she has received. Some comments are not GIS-related and would have to be implemented at the website.  She has received information from Arizona and will update the map this week.  We are still awaiting clarifying information from Montana.  California and South Dakota have not submitted any data for inclusion in these maps.  It was suggested that the font size be increased and that version dates be added. Heather will do this.


3.) Workplan Changes for FY ’04/05 (John.C, Brock.L)

The committee reviewed the workplan.  New additions were the addition of a training focus to the mission statement and updates of the actions and tasks.  All in attendance thought the workplan revision looks good.


4.) Workshop Planning (Jeff.G)

- Continuous PM2.5 Monitoring (Gerry.G, John.C) — Jeff reported that this workshop would need to be postponed as no speakers have been confirmed.  Jeff will work with Gerry and John to try and firm up the speaker list and get this workshop rescheduled for early next year.

- GIS and Emission Inventory Development, Sept 30 - Oct 1 –This workshop will take place in Snowbird and 35 attendees are expected.  There will be a mix of state and consultant speakers.

5.) WRAP Forum Reports (Brock.L, Lee.G, Mary.U) 

Brock attached Lee Gribowicz’s forum update, this is a useful format for Committee members to catch up with things.  The Emissions Forum is busy with the EMDS.  UCR/Environ will be circulating a report on MM5 sensitivity testing where they identified some model options that improve model performance.  There will also be a peer review external to WRAP.  Attribution of Haze modeling work products are now available at the UCR website: www.cert.ucr.edu/aqm.  The MM5 report from Environ is also at the website under the Reports Tab.  The Ambient Monitoring Forum’s Causes of Haze Analysis includes back trajectories and transport regression for quantification and comparison to modeling results.
