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Increment Tracking – Following co-chairs meeting earlier in the week, it was decided that the Technical Committee would survey the states to determine where, in each state, responsibility for increment tracking resides.  A discussion followed regarding increment tracking among the participating states.  Gerry Guay will draft a survey, solicit input from Mary Uhl and forward the survey to Bob at WESTAR.  Gerry Preston and Mary Uhl are interested in participating in such a workgroup to examine this issue further.

Reports from the Emission Inventory (Bob Lebens for Lee Gribovicz), Modeling (Mary Uhl) and Monitoring Subcommittees.  Bob reported on an Emission Inventory Subcommittee call on December 19 during which the Subcommittee talked about potential Subcommittee activities for the coming year.  Participants will be e-mailing suggestions to Lee Gribovicz who may have some feedback for the full committee at the January conference call.

Richard Heffren reported on the National Monitoring Strategy.  He is a member of the QA workgroup.  He noted that the emphasis is on performance based monitoring approaches.  EPA intends to release a draft of the strategy this spring and begin making rule changes in the summer.
