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Gerry Guay announced that many of the modelers are attending a modeling workshop at UC Riverside and so will not be participating in the call today.

Gerry noted that he was having trouble getting speakers, but still hoped to have an update on the National Monitoring Strategy during a subsequent Technical Committee conference call.  

Gerry reported on behalf of Mary Uhl about the Modeling Subcommittee which is working with WESTAR on the RA BART project, RH SIP Training and the WESTAR Technical Conference.  

Lee Gribovicz reported on the Emissions Subcommittee conference call.  Eight states participated in the call.  He mentioned that there was not a lot of support for WESTAR to pursue an ammonia research project proposed by Washington, which once one specific suggestion that came up during the call.  

Gerry noted that he and Mary Uhl were working on a draft letter to assess where emission inventory work relative to increment tracking was taking place in each state agency.  They hope to have this out by 25 Jan. 

Gerry noted the upcoming Technical Committee meeting in Seattle on March 28.  A discussion followed about the purpose of the meeting – to assess committee activities since the last meeting and plan for the future.
