2.  Report on Regional Planning Organizations national technical conference

Lee provided a summary of the RPO national meeting held earlier this week in St Louis. He will circulate a written summary at a later date. Among the items he reported on:

· Other RPOs are behind the WRAP in terms of their progress

· For EI, the issues are

· Speciation of pm and organics

· Data exchange protocols

· Data repository

· Coordination with USFS fir consortia

· For modeling

· One atmosphere approach to modeling (PM, O3, RH)

· Workgroup formed to research speciation issues

· The group discussed ways to use common data repository.

· Eastern RPOs seem to agree on a common set of mapping coordinates (meridian and projections) and base year (2002)

· One page position papers have been prepared on the following. They will be circulated in an email to Technical Committee members:

· PM speciation

· The One Atmosphere approach

· Emission projections

· Data repository

· 2002 data needs

· sample MOA between RPOs

· Model performance evaluation

· Episodic vs annual modeling
