Subcommittee Reports
The EI, Modeling an Monitoring Subcommittees have had no conference calls since the last Technical Committee call and thus had nothing new to report.

WRAP Modeling Forum

Both Pat Hanrahan and Brock LeBaron provided updates on the WRAP Modeling Forum efforts.  

The 1996 base year inventory, with the exception of dust and fire, is ready.  Paved and unpaved road dust and agriculture burning emissions will come from the NET.  FEJF will provide the wildland fire inventory by the end of October.  The 2018 projected emissions inputs are under development with the BART control case needed.

WRAP Emission Inventory Forum

Lee Gribovicz provided an update on the WRAP Emissions Forum work and elaborated on emission inventory comments from Pat and Brock.  He also reported that the Emissions Forum is preparing RFPs to:  establish an emission inventory data base; improve the ammonia and organics inventory and the speciated, temporal and spatial resolution of the inventory, and; develop a wind erosion dust inventory.   The Emissions Forum was completing a 2000 stationary source inventory.  He also reported that he was discussing, with other Regional Planning Organizations, the means to coordinate national inventory data sharing.  

PSD/Energy/FLM Workshop

Jeff Gabler reported on the status of the Workshop.  Jeff had solicited suggestions from WESTAR member state modelers as to the scope of the workshop and asked for input from the committee.   

Fall Business Meeting

Since Phyllis Baas was unavailable for today’s call, Bob Lebens reported on her presentation on the Technical Committee to the WESTAR Council at the Fall Business Meeting.  (note:  Here handout to the WESTAR Council is posted on the Technical Committee page.)
