Process: We have monthly conference calls with all members and we have subcommittees who also talk, as needed.  In our spring meeting we brainstormed and identified our priorities that included many issues around emission inventory, modeling and monitoring.  From that issue identification we decided to have subcommittees that would focus and prioritize their own issues.  

Progress:  Our subcommittees have formed and have begun to reach conclusions on their priorities.  For example, both the emission inventory and modeling groups are focussing on those “states only” issues that need to be bolstered in the WRAP Forums.  Both of these subcommittees have a couple of members on the WRAP

Forums and these subcommittee members can be a conduit for taking

information requests and concerns to the WRAP.  This is important because

not all WESTAR states have representation on the WRAP forums. 
Accomplishments:  Participation on the RA BART review and modeling technical conference at UC Riverside.

Recommendations:  Support a PSD/Energy/FLM workshop for energy projects.

Continue to allow the committee/subcommittees to determine their focus and track emerging issues in their field and prepare position papers when needed.
