WESTAR 2009 Fall Business Meeting

1. WESTAR is currently funded under a 3 year work plan that began on October 1, 2007, covering three federal fiscal years (FFY2008, 2009, and 2010). EPA will not require a work plan update or amendment for the FFY2010 installment of grant funding unless a change is requested by the WESTAR Council. Staff does not recommend any substantive changes to the plan and seeks Council concurrence on this recommendation.
Draft motion:
Motion: to authorize WESTAR staff to submit a grant application for FY2010 funding based on the three year workplan and budget submitted in August 2007, updated to reflect current dates and Board of Directors.
2. Each year, EPA requires WESTAR to affirm each member state’s willingness to provide financial support to WESTAR by authorizing the use of 105 grant funds allocated to the EPA Regions by headquarters (e.g., “off the top” of applicable Regional allocations). An affirmative vote on the motion below indicates your consent to the use of STAG funds for the annual grant to WESTAR for annual operations, training and state support. Staff recommends an affirmative vote on the following motion (or a substantially similar motion), which will constitute your authorization. 
Draft motion:

Motion:  to approve each state’s share of WESTAR’s funding at the same level as has been authorized since 2000 (totaling $280,000). If the funding provided by EPA differs significantly from the levels expected, as summarized in the 2008-10 workplan, a revised work plan and budget will be submitted for Council approval.
