· $17.0M from the section 103 fine PM monitoring program.  Under the FY 2007 budget request, the fine PM monitoring system would be funded under section 105 authority, rather than section 103.  The decrease in the section 103 PM monitoring program reflects the successful establishment of a continuing fine PM monitoring network, and a restructuring of the overall air monitoring program for increased efficiencies.
