Permitting and Title V roundtable discussion questions (8:45-9:30, Wed, April 8th) 
Generally speaking, what has been the effect on your permitting program of withdrawn federal rules, federal legal challenges, or otherwise unresolved federal regulations?

Changes in federal regulations have caused uncertainty and confusion among permittees as well as employees of the agency.  No serious situations have arisen due to unexpected changes in federal regulations.
Have any of the decisions made by the new EPA administration to reconsider existing rules or standards caused problems in any permitting actions?

None of significance.
EGU Permitting

Has CO2 been raised in the context of your permitting program?  If so, how have you addressed it?

CO2 permitting has not been raised as an issue in the Arizona permitting program.

How do you intend to address mercury emissions?

Arizona has a state mercury rule that has remained in place even though CAMR was vacated by the court.   

Fugitives

How are you addressing fugitive emissions in your permitting program?

Fugitive emission requirements are included in all air permits issued by ADEQ.  For some sources the Department requires a specific plan that addresses fugitive emissions.
PM2.5 Permitting

How are you addressing PM2.5 in your permitting program?

· How are you quantifying PM2.5 emissions?

The Department has continued to use PM10 as a surrogate for PM2.5.  ADEQ and EPA Region IX are working to have a delegation agreement approved for ADEQ to be the permitting agency for PM2.5 PSD projects.  PM2.5 is typically quantified using AP-42, unless other data is available.
Area Source MACT
Has there been any change in the Area Source MACT implementation in your state since the WESTAR Fall Business Meeting?  If so, please describe?
