· Staff was directed to contact the two absent states (California and Hawaii) to secure their approval of the motion to approve the used of off the top 105 grant funding for WESTAR. Status: Completed.
· On the December conference call, discuss writing a letter to Gina McCarthy, to be delivered in January, articulating western state priorities for FFY2012 funding. Status: In lieu of a letter to Ms. McCarthy, the directors choose to take advantage of an upcoming NACAA/EPA retreat to address western priorities through WESTAR members scheduled to attend the retreat.
