1. Updates/announcements
· As there were no changes or corrections to the previous meeting summary, the summary will be considered final.
· Don Arkell gave a short overview of a survey he is conducting related to the extent to which the WRAP technical systems are being used by member states. 

· Bob Lebens provided an update on on-going discussions with EPA and NESCAUM related to biomass, including the NSPS. He noted that he is working on a follow-up joint WESTAR/NESCAUM letter to EPA reiterating comments we made in April 2008.
· Dan noted that there are officially 2 new WESTAR air directors since our last meeting: Steve Dietrich (WY) and Eric Massey (AZ), who is now permanently appointed in Ira Domsky’s old position.

· Dan summarized the following upcoming meeting:
· NACAA Board meeting, 7/31 – 8/2 in Burlington, VT
· ECOS meeting 8/29 – 31 in Whitefield, NH

· WESTAR fall business meeting tentatively scheduled for September 28 and 29 at the Westin Hotel in downtown Portland, OR. 

· The WRAP membership meeting will immediately follow the WESTAR meeting in Portland on September 30, and the WRAP technical committee will meet on October 1.

· NACAA membership meeting and reunion, 10/18-21 in Washington DC.

2. Status reports on NACAA/EPA retreat workgroups
Cheryl: ECOS has taken an active interest in the topic of SIP reform, and their interest has resulted in a lull in the NACAA effort.
Mary: A conference call was held with the RPOs, MJOs, and NACAA a few weeks ago. Mary senses a lack of momentum on this issue, and NACAA is questioning whether they should be involved in the discussions.
3. Discussion of draft fall WESTAR meeting agenda (Dan Johnson)

Dan went through the draft agenda, noting the topics and amount of time allotted for each. He asked if there were any proposed changes or additions. There were none. Staff will be in contact with some directors to help shape each of the scheduled sessions.
4. National monitoring committee representative (Dave Klemp)

On behalf of WESTAR, Dave thanked Bruce Louks for his service on the National Monitoring Committee and Martin for his support. Dave proposed that Gordon Pierce, Manager of Colorado’s Technical Services Program, be appointed as WESTAR’s new representative. As there were no objections to Dave’s proposal, Gordon will become WESTAR’s representative on the Committee.
5. Feedback on WESTAR’s letter to Gina McCarthy regarding exceptional events (Dan Johnson)

Dan noted that his summary would be brief, as there has been no feedback from EPA on the letter WESTAR sent on July 6th. 

6. Other topics as time permits 
· Mary and Cheryl highlighted several topics scheduled for discussion at the NACAA Board meeting later this month, including a discussion of the allocation of $25M for GHG, NACAA’s consideration of revising the formula for membership dues, and a pending vote on whether NACAA should intervene in the litigation related to the Johnson memo. Dan circulated the agenda and reminded the directors to contact their regional Board member if they have any input.
· Martin asked if others were hearing concerns from stakeholders over EPA’s Boiler MACT proposal, as he has in Idaho. He noted that industry is questioning the viability of their proposal.
· Martin asked if others are hearing that EPA plans to FIP states that are unable to adopt appropriate rule changes to implement the tailoring rule. In the ensuing discussion, it became clear that states that are unable to complete rulemaking by the deadline should expect a FIP (referred to as a friendly FIP).
· Dan noted that our next call will be on August 11th. The meeting adjourned at 1:52 Pacific time.
