2.  Report from NACAA Board meeting (Stu Clark)
Stu’s notes from the subject meeting were circulated to the directors prior to the call. He highlighted several topics, including:
· Letter to the Senate regarding climate change legislation priorities.

· Monitoring costs.

· Several MACTs.

· Funding.

· Upcoming retreat with Gina McCarthy

3. Update from workgroup – NSR PM10 surrogate policy (Cheryl Heying)
As background on this issue, EPA has indicated that they will no longer implement PM2.5 under the 1997 Seitz memo allowing states to use PM10 as a surrogate for PM2.5. The approach laid out in that memo has been needed in the absence of PM2.5 emission factors, models, SILs and increments. We still don’t have sufficient information in these areas and will not be able to implement PM2.5 NSR without better information. NACAA has formed a workgroup on this topic.  Cheryl provided a status report on the discussions. The group met once since our last call, and from that discussion, NACAA sent a letter to EPA. Dan will circulate the letter. No additional calls are scheduled at this time.
4. Status report: WRAP funding and revised charter (Don Arkell) 
Don summarized the information he has so far, which is not complete in terms of total commitments from member states. We have information from 5 of the 11 states that have indicated a willingness to contribute, totaling $106K. If the remaining states that have indicated their intention to contribute each contribute half of the amount they expect to receive, the grand total will be around $190K, a little shy of our original estimate of $200K.
On the subject of revisions to the WRAP charter, Don indicated that Pat Cummins circulated a draft to participants in the meeting last month in Denver. Based on those comments, a new draft will be prepared, also for review by the meeting participants. Formal review from the full WRAP membership will follow, culminating in WRAP Board approval this fall, potentially coordinated with the fall WESTAR meeting (discussed under topic 5 below).
5. Discussion: draft WESTAR business meeting agenda (Dan Johnson, all)
Dan referred the participants to the draft agenda. He noted that the meeting is likely to be in Santa Fe on the second week of November (November 9 – 11 most likely), as we discussed on our last conference call. We have received commitments from Bill Harnett and Amy Royden-Bloom for these dates; we have not heard back from Gina McCarthy yet. 

Dan has spoken with Pat Cummins about coordinating WRAP’s Board meeting with the WESTAR meeting. As noted earlier, the WRAP Board meeting is conceived to be a high-level organizational discussion. Dan indicated to Pat that, if the WRAP topics drifted into technical discussions or workplan details, WESTAR would not be interested in overlapping the meeting, based on evaluations from previous years. The concept discussed by Pat and Dan was to follow WESTAR’s meeting, pared to 1.5 days by deferring WRAP-related, and regional haze- related discussions to the WRAP session, which would take up the third day of the combined meetings. The goal would be to end the WRAP session early enough so that those who needed to travel on the last day could do so.
6. Other topics as time permits
· Dan noted that our next call will be on September 9th (090909). 
The meeting adjourned at 1:50 Pacific time.
