1. Updates/announcements

· Dan summarized the following upcoming meeting:

· Those planning to attend the upcoming NACAA meeting were reminded that the dress code for Monday and Tuesday is business attire.

2. Draft action items from Portland WESTAR meeting (Dan Johnson)
Dan summarized the list of action items from the Portland business meeting and asked if there were any additions or corrections. There were none. Staff will report on each of these items during our next business meeting.
3. Priority initiatives/projects to be funded in 2011 (All)
Dave Klemp continued the discussion that began during the Executive Session in Portland, noting that the directors agreed to hold $150,000 of the estimated $330,000 funding surplus in reserve, thereby freeing up $180,000 for priority projects and initiatives. He summarized the ideas discussed during the Session and asked if there were any additional ideas for consideration. The directors agreed to carve out up to $30,000 for Don Arkell’s continues support as a liaison with the WRAP. As to the remaining $150,000 ($330K less 150K contingency less 30K for Arkell), staff was directed to cost out several projects, including training on ozone and the tailoring rule, a summit meeting regarding the transport phase 2 rule, and specific/discreet projects where regional technical support will be needed (e.g. and updated 2018 projected emission inventory for regional haze).
