1. Updates/announcements

2. NACAA meeting highlights (meeting attendees)
Dan provided a summary of the NACAA meeting as an attachment to the e-mail announcing the call. 

3. Priority projects for funding in 2011 ($180,000 available) (Dave Klemp)
Dave Klemp lead a discussion about the disposition of an estimated $330,000 funding surplus. The directors affirmed their previous decision to set aside a $150,000 contingency fund and $30,000 for Don Arkell’s continued support as the WRAP liaison. As to the remaining $150,000, the directors agreed to fund the NAAQS workshop at $21,600 with the remainder ($128,400) supporting the regional biogenics emission inventory project. 

4. Status reports and updates: (Bob Lebens)
O3 standard and implementation rule

Bob noted that EPA had filed a brief with the court extending the promulgation date for the ozone NAAQS and associated Implementation Rule until December 31, 2010.   He also said the WESTAR Ozone Work Group had postponed their meeting to review the standard and Implementation Rule until after their release.

Fire policy

Bob reported that the EPA and FLMs were meeting to discuss the fire policy.

Exceptional events

Bob reported that EPA Regional offices were meeting to discuss Exceptional Events Rule implementation issues and options.   

4. Other topics as time permits

NO2 Modeling, Mary Uhl
Mary noted the ongoing difficulty of permitting sources under the revised 1 hr NO2 standard and encouraged states to participate in the NACAA Emissions and Modeling Committee which will be working at the national level to address the issue.

Transport Rule/Notice of Data Availability, Paul Tourangeau

Paul asked if others were aware of a October 27, Notice of Data Availability which includes new information from western states that may become part of the final Transport Rule. WESTAR staff will distribute the notice and analyze potential impacts on the West.
