Call Summary:

1. Updates/announcements

· As there were no changes or corrections to the previous meeting summary, the call summary is considered final.

· Don summarized the status of the biogenics emissions inventory improvement project, noting that some delays are expected in delivery of the final inventory.

· Chet Weyland called to schedule a call with the directors to discuss monitoring requirements and workload. After some discussion, the directors settled on holding the conference call on December 9th. 

· Dan made note of the following upcoming meetings:
· NACAA spring meeting May 6-9 in Denver.

· EPA’s national air quality conference May 14-17 in Denver.

2. Draft summary of action items from fall business meeting (Dan Johnson)

Dan noted that most of the items listed on the action item list are included on the agenda for this conference call and that he would defer discussion on those items until later in the call. Two items on the list were discussed. First, Dan asked if there was any preference between scheduling the WESTAR meeting before or after the NACAA meeting. As there was no strong preference one way or the other, Dan noted that the likely week for the Seattle meeting would be the week of April 15. Next, Dan noted that Jeff Gabler had requested volunteers to work on NOx permit modeling issues and more volunteers are needed. Finally, 

3. For approval: Comment letter on EPA’s draft SO2 guidance (Bob Lebens)
Bob Lebens summarized the draft letter prepared by he and the Planning Committee commenting on EPA’s proposed implementation rule for the new 1-hour SO2 standard. The directors approved the letter pending their review of two proposed revisions to the draft, including a clarification from Washington on their views that differ from those expressed in the letter. The letter was subsequently revised, finalized and forwarded to the Dockt.

4. For discussion: Formation of workgroup to comment on Regional Haze Rule (Karen Magliano)

Planning Committee co-chair Karen Magliano summarized a recommendation to form a workgroup that would, over the coming 9 months, develop comments on improvements to the regional haze rule. A discussion ensued about the membership of the workgroup, and in summary, the directors agreed to invite participation from the FLMs and EPA, and to consider inviting contributions from other stakeholders if needed on a consultation basis. Theresa Amoroso, also co-chair of the Planning Committee, will lead the workgroup.

5. Report from state WRAP Board meeting (Don Arkell, Alice Edwards)

Don Arkell summarized discussions from a recent WRAP state Board meeting. The Board selected Alice Edwards to chair the committee. Don noted that he is in contact with EPA to schedule a meeting with EPA (Jerry Kurtzweig, Janet McCabe, and Chet Weyland) on regional planning and regional technical support in the west. The meeting will probably be scheduled for January, and Rick Albright at Region 10 is in the lead for EPA on setting up the meeting.
