1) Announcements. 

· Dan asked if there were any additions or corrections to the May 28th meeting summary. None were offered. He advised that the summary would be considered final if no comments are received by close of business today.

· As announced on the previous call, we are happy to welcome Jeff Gabler back to head up our training program.

2) PSD boundary area redesignation principles (Sandra Ely)
Sandra summarized the principles worked out at a meeting with EPA and FLM representatives in Chicago June 16 and 17. Dan asked for permission to forward the principles to STAPPA for discussion in late July with the full STAPPA/ALAPCO membership. After discussion, the air directors asked that the word “any” be removed from principle #4. Dan agreed to either secure approval for this change from other meeting participants – specifically, Chris Shaver and Bill Harnett – or, in the alternative, to highlight the WESTAR air director concern in the document forwarded to STAPPA.

3) Final draft business meeting agenda (Dan Johnson)
The most recent draft agenda was discussed. Recommendations included:

· Experience Music Project preferred over the Space Needle for Wednesday dinner – it should be a restaurant with local flavor

· Preference was lunch on your own Thursday.

· Add a one-hour discussion on the Utility MACT; invite Bob Wayland.

· NSR reform panel to focus on new EPA proposals, rather than those adopted last December. Rick agreed to moderate the panel. Suggestion to add a utility representative to the panel, perhaps PacifiCorps.

· Ira will work with the Planning Committee to decide what, if any preliminary work we want to do in preparation for the Natural/Exceptional Events discussion with Lydia Wegman.

· Involving Annette Liebe, Cheryl Heying, and Edie Change in the “SIP related Issues” discussion is a good idea.

· Sandra will send the a NESCAUM analysis of utility MACT options to Dan for circulation to the air directors (done).

4) Workshop/conference updates (Bob Lebens)

Bob briefed the air directors on preparations for three conferences/workshops: Flash tank emissions, increment tracking (Fall Technical Conference), and rural 8-hour ozone.

Flash Tank Emissions – Workshop has been re-scheduled to the October time frame.  Air directors who are interested in participating should let Bob Lebens know of their availability in October.  

Fall Technical Conference on Increment Tracking – The agenda will be completed in the next two weeks.  Some concern continues to be expressed regarding the expectations about policy level discussions.

Ozone Conference – WESTAR staff are working with Steve Arnold on an agenda.  The Conference is tentatively planned to occur in mid-November.

5) Other topics
Time did not permit a full discussion of the G8-like group that Rick Sprott is involved in, a group that is discussing the Clear Skies proposal.
