1) Updates/Announcements. 

· As there were no corrections to the previous month’s meeting summary, Dan will update the posted draft to indicate that it is final.

· Dan announced that the contract has been signed with the Snowking Resort in Jackson, WY, for WESTAR’s fall business meeting, October 4-6. Room reservations may now be made. Dan will send out a reminder in the next month or so. 

2)  National Academy of Sciences FACA Workgroup
Margie reported on the status of the workgroup formed by EPA to respond to recommendations made in a recent report by the National Academy of Sciences. She was asked to serve on the workgroup by Greg Green, EPA’s lead on the project. The first meeting was mostly organizational, establishing a structure and schedule for the effort. Two teams have been formed, one to address policy issues, the other to address technical and science issues, to prepare short term recommendations by December 2004 and long term recommendations by the following year (perhaps as early as January). Margie feels that the initial issue addressed by the group will be improvements to the SIP process. Margie is on the Science and Technology team, while Catherine Witherspoon is a member of the Policy team, with Lynn as alternate. Lynn and Margie will report on the status of the effort on future WESTAR calls, and will notify other states when there are opportunities for input to the process.
3) Report on PSD workgroup meeting
Dan J, Terry and Colleen reported on progress made at a recent PSD Reform Initiative workgroup meeting, in no small way owing to contributions from the recently hired project management contractors. Dan reported on a series of briefings he has had with states not involved in the PSD initiative that have raised concerns about the timing of our collaboration with other states and locals. The directors reaffirmed that WESTAR’s recommendations will be presented to STAPPA/ALAPCO at their fall meeting for informational purposes only, not in an attempt to secure support for the recommendations. Dan will schedule a comprehensive air director briefing for sometime around the first week of August. Directors are encouraged to invite staff to participate in the briefing.

4) WRAP/WESTAR comments on BART proposal
Bob reported on his analysis of EPA’s BART proposal, and his review of WRAP’s comment letter. He believes that WRAP’s comments adequately reflect concerns of states and locals regarding the difficulty of, and resources needed to implement the new rule. 

5) Comments on recent information collection request
Dan commented on a recent EPA information collection request that will be a significant resource burden in Wyoming. He expressed support for the content and tone of the letter written by STAPPA on the ICR.

The meeting adjourned at 1:55 Pacific time.
