�Our legislature meets once per year from mid-January to mid or end of February.  They alternate between a long (6-week) session and a short (4-week) session.  Four week sessions are generally limited to budgetary issues and it is usually very hard to get any environmental legislation through.  The 1999 session will be a long one.  Likewise, work on bills must happen at least 6 months in advance to develop support.  I am pretty sure legislative approval and a statutory change would be necessary for a fee structure for market trading.


�The Utah Legislature meets every year from the middle of January to the middle of March.  In general, legislation needs to be started the previous summer so that there is time to discuss the issues in the interim committees and build support for the bill.  DEQ’s budget for the following year (including any fees or FTE increases) needs to be drafted the previous summer to work its way through the budgeting process.  We would have needed to start budgeting in July/August, 1998 in order to have funds for FY2000 (July, 1999 to June, 2000).


�In general, legislation (budget or statute-related) needs to be started the previous summer so that there is time to discuss the issues in the interim committees and build support for the bill.
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
