Open Forum:

Wyoming reports:  Interest in DC District Court ruling on NSR Reform and concern about a small coal fired power plant that may result in adverse SO2 impacts.

North Dakota reports: A joint project between a power plant and an ethanol plant where excess steam from the power plant will be used for ethanol production.  This permitting action included offsets and additional controls to avoid PSD review yet, allow for increased steam generation from the power plant.

New Mexico reports: The signing of an Executive order by Governor Bill Richardson to address Climate change by setting CO2 reduction milestones and prioritizing renewable energy sources.

National Park Service reports:  Multiple coal fired permitting activity in Nevada with recent applications in Colorado (Comanche Unit 3) and Montana.

South Dakota reports:  No New developments

STAPPA update:

No update provided, as Regg Olsen was unable to make the call and also did not make the STAPPA call.  No other folks on the call participated on STAPPA’s monthly permitting call.

BART Technical Conference Update:

Bob Lebens shared with the group plans for the conference to be held in Portland 8/30 - 9/1/05.  The conference will be very informative in regard to the BART component of the Regional Haze program.  There is funding for two people from 15 states to attend and each states are encouraged to choose either SIP writers, modelers or permitting folks as the agenda will include aspects from each of these disciplines.  EPA will be providing discussion as to how alternatives to BART (e.g. trading option) may be used to comply with the Regional Haze program.  States are strongly encouraged to attend.
